At the last meeting
Our last meeting was attended by 4 guest speakers. Hurstville Council Traffic Engineer, Michelle Whitehurst presented information regarding the Maple Street Christmas lights. More detailed further in this newsletter. Councillor, Philip Sansom and Victor Lampe spoke on local Council issues and the Hurstville City Centre draft Master Plan. The Master Plan is out for public comment until 12 November. The plan outlines some major improvements to the civic precincts including carparking and transport interchanges. 

Generally, the Council advised that improvements to Webbs Dam are still on the agenda but road improvements are a higher priority of the Council in this area. The raised threshold at the Lugarno Shops has been made into a pedestrian crossing, and the disabled parking space has been located strategically for user safety. Council have proposed that the Chivers Hill shop parking area which currently carries a speed limit of 50k/h, be altered to a ‘Shared Zone’ which carries a speed limit of 10k/h which allows both cars and pedestrians to use the road carriageway. This proposal is to be approved by the RTA. Council also advised of a proposed Veteran and Vintage Chevrolet meet at Evatt Park later this year.

Steve Cato spoke on behalf of the Lugarno Parents & Citizens School Safety Committee re traffic issues around Lugarno Public School.

Current initiatives of the Committee are: lobbying Council to improve the pedestrian safety at the Allwood Cresent/Evatt parking road junction; reducing bus speed limits during school arrival/leaving times; installing a ‘Wombat’ (raised pedestrian) crossing at the Lugarno Parade rear gate. The Council have approved the Wombat crossing, but cannot fund its construction. Any assistance in this initiative would be welcome.

Shopping bags
Remember to take your re-usable bags with you when you are shopping to help save our environment from plastic bags. Put them in the car so you don’t forget! If you did not receive a re-usable bag at the Chivers Hill Green Streets event, please ask for one at IGA Lugarno at your next purchase.

Proposed traffic management plan changes for 2004:

· Shared Zone speed limit on Maple Street lowered to 10km/h (to comply with RTA requirements)

· Potential for parking area in Lugarno Public School (meeting with Lugarno P&C on the 20th October to discuss)

· Additional signage at the intersection of Forest Road and Belmore Road stating that if the queue is long enough all vehicles will be turned away after 9:45pm

· On heavier nights, traffic control will be present at the intersection of Forest Road and Belmore Road to turn away vehicles

· Permanent statutory “No Stopping” restrictions erected at all intersections on surrounding streets

· 1 Hawkers License issued to

· 2 ice-cream vendors per night

· Christmas lights to be turned off by 10:30pm
